Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ 
            Today’s solemnity of the Most Holy  Body and Blood of Christ has a very deep history in the life of the 

Church.  

            Its present manifestation began with a vision to an Augustinian nun in 1209 in Liege, Belgium with the 

Lord desiring a feast celebrating the Eucharist within the Church’s annual cycle of feasts. The bishop of Liege 

introduced such a feast in 1246 and by 1264 it was extended to the whole Church. It was originally titled Festum 

Ss. Corporis Christi [Feast of the Most Holy Body of Christ] and eventually became  titled Ss.mi Corporis et Sanguinis 

Christi Solemnitas [Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ]. 

        But the Church’s deep reverence of the Eucharist certainly predates the 1200s. In today’s second reading 

St. Paul reiterates the very words Christ used at the Last Supper and the fact that we are to do this in remem-

brance of him (Christ). In doing so, we “proclaim the death of the Lord until he comes.” Since Christ’s death is 

a saving death, the Eucharist is a mystery of the deepest measure knowing that salvation itself is connected to its 

proper celebration. 

        In the middle of the 300s St. Cyril becomes bishop of Jerusalem and in a series of catechetical lessons 

writes this about the Eucharist:  

  “In approaching the (Eucharist) make thy left hand a throne for the right as for that which is to 
receive a King. And having hollowed thy palm receive the Body of Christ, saying over it, Amen ... Then  
after thou hast partaken of the Body of Christ draw near also to the Cup of His Blood ... and saying with 
an air of worship and reverence, Amen ...” 

 St. Thomas Aquinas, the Church’s premier theologian who lived in the 1200s, gives this reflection on  

this Sunday’s solemnity of The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ —  

  “O precious and wonderful banquet, that brings salvation and contains all sweetness!   
 Could anything be of more intrinsic value?  Under the old law it was the flesh of calves and goats 
 that was  offered, but here Christ himself, the true God, is set before us as food. What could be 
 more wonderful than this?   

            No other sacrament has greater healing power; through it sins are purged away, virtues  
 are increased, and the soul is enriched with an abundance of every spiritual gift.  It is offered in 
 the Church for the living and the dead, so that what was instituted for the salvation of all may be   
 for the benefit of all.   

            Yet, in the end, no one can fully express the sweetness of this sacrament, in which spiritual 
 delight is tasted at its very source, and in which we renew the memory of that surpassing love for     
 us which Christ revealed in his passion.  

            It was to impress the vastness of this love more firmly upon the hearts of the faithful that 
 our Lord instituted this sacrament at the Last Supper.  As he was on the point of leaving the world     
 to go to the Father, after celebrating the Passover with his disciples, he left it as a perpetual  
 memorial of his passion.   

            It was the fulfillment of ancient figures and greatest of his miracles, while for those who 
 were to experience the sorrow of his departure, it was destined to be a unique and abiding consolation.”
